                                                LESSON 1 – Community
Teacher will need: 

· Copies of the student worksheet

· Consent of staff to be interviewed
Students will need:

· Interview Worksheet
· Pencil or Pen
· Flip chart paper
· Markers

Activate Students Interest:  

· Talk to the class about the introduction presentation.  
· Remind them that the money made from the crop will be donated to the school. 
· Let them know that they will be doing research to decide what the money should be spent on.  

Students Acquire Knowledge: 

· Break students into groups of 3-4 (whatever works out to have even groups)
· Assign each group one staff member to interview from the list below. 
· Hand out interview worksheets to each group.  

· Work with students to find a time to interview their assigned staff member.  

· Let students know that they will be responsible to report back to the class. 

Staff members to be interviewed

· Principal – Mr. Hummelt

· Vice Principal – Mrs. Glass

· Physical Education – Ms. Grant  & Mr. Makowsky,

· Resource – Mr. Chabluk & Ms. Johansson
· Math and Extra Curricular – Mrs. Phillips

· Computers – Mrs. Froese

· Drama – Ms. Forfar

Apply Students Knowledge: 

· Get students to right the name of the person they interviewed at the top of a piece of poster paper in big letters.  (These pieces of paper will be posted in front of the class so all students can read them. Make sure students write big enough)
· Get students to number their paper 1 to 3. 

· Get students to write the wish list of their staff member on their chart paper in the order that their staff would like to see them done.  

· Students will then post their pieces of paper on the wall so their fellow classmates can see them.  

· On the chalkboard or another piece of chart paper compile a master list using the information from all of the other lists.  Put them in order of popularity (ie.  Wishes that are mentioned more than once go to the top of the list.) If there are ties have students talk to decide the order. Student may want to use their notes about why certain staff wanted their projects done to add to the conversation.  You as a teacher are also allowed to maybe star the ideas that you think should go on the list.   
· All grade 5 teachers will then work together to compile one Grandmaster list that will be used to decide how the money is spent.
